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FACILITIES

Summer Impressions Day Camp is located on over five acres
with three main buildings. The camp features a separate well-
equipped arts and crafts building, a camp store, arcade game
room and additional air-conditioned buildings for inclement
weather activities. In addition, our outdoor facilities consist
of two heated in-ground pools, professional junior tennis
courts, Safety City, miniature golf course, four basketball
courts, two state-of-the-art playgrounds, a rock climbing
course, awesome bounce, a challenge trail, Ga-Ga courts,
table tennis, fitness course and sports fields for soccer,
baseball, field hockey, volleyball and many more.

The swimming pools are completely enclosed and lifeguards
are on duty continuously. All campers receive instructional and
free swim daily. Counselors participate in swimming activities
to give additional guidance and supervision to their campers.

AGES-Campers 3 years old (by January 1, 2019) through
10 years of age are accepted in our camp program. The
L.I.T. program accepts campers ages 11-14 years old.

CAMP DAY-From 9:00 a.m. until 3:30 p.m. is considered
a full day.

EXTENDED DAY CAMP-If you require an extended day,
your camper may attend camp from 7:00 a.m. until
9:00 a.m. and from 3:30 p.m. until 6:00 p.m. at

NO ADDITIONAL CHARGE.

HOURS-Camp will be open from the hours of 7:00 a.m.
until 6:00 p.m. each day, Monday through Friday.

LATE PICK-UP-There will be a $5.00 late charge fee
assessed for each 5 minute interval or portion thereof for
late pick-up after 6:00 p.m. payable upon pick-up.

EXTRA DAYS OR SESSIONS-Extra days may be added for
an additional charge of $75 per day based on availability.
Sessions may be added on an availability basis. Call 248-
932-2955 for arrangements.

GROUPING-Campers are grouped according to age until
kindergarten and then by grade level. In order to insure
that your camper is with a chosen friend (of similar age
or grade), your application must be received by April 5,
2019.
